To be eligible to bowl in the May 15, 2010 9 pin No-Tap Tournament, you must attend the Annual Meeting held on the same day at 10:00 a.m.
All entrants must be members of the Morris County USBC WBA and hold a 2009-2010 season membership card (or have applied for one)

Entrants will use their highest MC USBC WBA average for the 2008-2009 winter season for 21 or more games, or their highest MC USBC WBA 2009 Summer season average for 21 or more games.  New bowlers can use their current average as of April 1, 2010 with written verification from their league secretary.

Handicap – 100% of 250

Nine pin No-tap scoring.  Nine (9) pins on the first ball will be scored as a strike, all other pin fall will be scored as actually bowled.  Three games of no-tap scoring will be bowled.

Entry fee for bowling and lunch is $20.  For bowling or lunch only, the cost is $10 due with registration.  Checks to be made payable to MC USBC WBA.

The Morris County USBC WBA will provide prize money.  Prizes will be paid 1 in every 5 entries.  A tie for first place will result in co-champions .  Prize money will be divided equally between entrants for all ties.

Advance registration is required – entry deadline is May 5, 2010.
