The Morris County USBC Women’s Bowling Association’s policy on Scholarships
awarded to a Morris County USBC Youth Association members.

Scholarship Policy

All female USBC Youth Association certified bowlers who are juniors or seniors
in high school or freshman in college and who have been a certified Morris
County USBC Youth Association member for a minimum of 3 years are eligible
to apply. However, previous recipients are not eligible.

All scholarships awarded by the Morris County USBC WBA shall be paid in
accordance with the USBC Smart Program guidelines. These guidelines can be
found on bowl.com.

All scholarship awards shall be in the amount of $1000.00.

Scholarship will be awarded based on bowling performance, school performance,
extracurricular activities, community activities, and letters of recommendation.
All applications must be submitted with a minimum of 3 letters of
recommendation (At least one recommendation must be from a bowling coach
and the other two from a teacher or counselor). For all Community Service
information, documents must have written verification and signed by an official.

The deadline for applying will be set by the Scholarship committee and will be
stated on the application form. All applications must be postmarked by the due
date. Any application postmarked after the due date will not be accepted by the
board.

The scholarship shall be presented at the Annual Morris County USBC Youth
Association Awards Presentation. If you are the scholarship recipient, you will
receive an invitation to attend.

Any applications that are not complete will not be considered.

Eligibility: Female applicants must be a junior or senior in high school or a freshman in college and be a current certified
member of the Morris County USBC Youth Association for the last 3 years.

The recipient
cannot have competed at any time in a professional bowling tournament (this does not preclude competition as an amateur in a
Pro-Am).
